Key Text: Galatians 5:1

Key Idea: The message of the Gospel is the message of freedom.


How do you respond to the quote at right?

The book of Galatians is really a practical commentary on the words of Jesus that you find in John 8:31-32, 36. Read that text. What does Jesus mean by the phrase “you shall be free indeed”?


This study is based on the “book sermon” Wes delivered this past Sunday. Within that sermon three basic principles of freedom:

1. We are free from Law.
· Why does Paul takes this issue so seriously? (See Galatians 1:6-7; 2:4-5)

· What is the message of Galatians 2:19-21?

2. We are free to live.
· Is it true that some people prefer slavery (security) over freedom?

· Could this be why we are so given to rules over relationship?

3. We are free to obey.
· How dangerous is radical, real freedom?

· See Galatians 5:13, 16, 22-25. 

· How do you understand the idea that: Obedience does not lead to freedom; freedom leads to obedience?


Last question: Knowing that you are free, how will you use that freedom?
