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Free Brothers Bearing the Marks of Grace

Galatians 6

We have spent the last three months in Paul’s letter to the Galatians discovering what it means to be free in Christ. This is our last study. Remember our key text—Galatians 5:1. 

Key Text for this study—2 Corinthians 3:17

Read Galatians 6: 11-17

Here in Paul’s concluding words is yet another reminder to protect our freedom. How do you understand Paul’s words?

1. The church of the free

· What does Paul mean about boasting in nothing but the cross of Christ in verse 14?

· Can you think of ways in which the church’s freedom is under pressure today?

· In what ways are we tempted to boast in something other than the cross of Christ?

2. The community of the free

By “community” we mean that we have a responsibility to one another, to each help the other live freely.

Read Galatians 5:1-5

· How do you reconcile verse 2 and verse 5?

· What responsibility do we bear in helping to bear one another’s burdens? And, how do we help each one “bear his own load”?

3. The courage to be free

Read Galatians 6:6-10

Compare this to Ephesians 4:25

· How are we to be courageous in bearing our responsibility to speak with love and grace the truth that others must hear?

Can you think of some key truths you have discovered in our study of Galatians?

How do they help you live freely?
