Politically, it seems, that the ruin of a nation lies 
more in the surrendering of the mind because of 
the infinite distractions available so as to keep a 
culture oddly passive while its people are 
robbed of their most dearly held valueð
freedom. 

This nation is a free nation, so far, be-
cause it was established on the Christian princi-
ples of the freedom we have in Christ. But that 
freedom can be jeopardized from outside threat 
or from the inside by corruption. Thatôs some-
thing to think about. 

The same is true of the church. The free-
dom we have in Christ can be jeopardized by 
outside threat or inside corruption. 

God is God and because He is God, He 
is in control. He does what He pleases and He 
does it right well. And it is Godôs good pleasure 
to create us, to love us, and to freely give us a 
future with Him. That is our reason for living, and 
living joyfully. It is Godôs good pleasure to make 
us, save us, and to set before us a glorious fu-
ture. 

We have been set free. Paul said: ñIt was 
for freedom that Christ set us free; therefore 
keep standing firm and do not be subject again 
to a yoke of slavery,ò (Galatians 5:13). That 
means we must be vigilant to protect our free-
domðbought for us at the price of Christôs own 
blood. 

If it is Godôs good pleasure to set us free 
by the gospel (and it is), then it should be our 
good pleasure to maintain, protect, and expand 
that freedom in our lives and the lives of others. 

We are going to spend the next three 
months exploring the meaning of this freedom 
we have in Christ as we study the book of Gala-
tians together in our worship services. My hope 
is that we will be encouraged to think clearly 
about what freedom means, to be captured by 
`its joy, to be transformed by its blessing, and to 
maintain the blessing our freedom gives to us by 
being ever vigilante in protecting this core Chris-
tian value.

Godôs Good Pleasure 

 

Ron Dunn says Godôs sovereignty means that 
He does what He pleases, and He does it right 
well. 

Right at the outset of his letter to the Ga-
latians, Paul tells us the exciting news: It is 
Godôs good pleasure to give Himself for our sins, 
to deliver us from ñthis present evil age,ò and to 
call us into His service. He pleases to love us, to 
accept us, and to work in our lives in such a way 
that ñall things will work together for 
goodò (Romans 8:28). This is how he puts it: ñTo 
the churches of Galatia: Grace to you and peace 
from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ, 
who gave Himself for our sins so that He might 
rescue us from this present evil age, according 
to the will of our God and Father, to whom be 
the glory forevermore. Amen,ò (Galatians 1:2b-
5). 

Thatôs hard to remember sometimes. In 
fact, without the prompting of the Holy Spirit, our 
nature is such that we would probably never re-
member it, much less believe it. 

We have a real problem with distractions. 
Neil Postman in his book, Amusing Ourselves to 
Death pointed out the seriousness of our prob-
lem with distractions. In high school English lit. 
classes we were assigned to read George Or-
wellôs book 1984 or Animal Farm. The intent was 
to scare the communism out of us; to keep us 
ever vigilante to protect our freedom. And that 
threat is still with us, but not as directly as we 
might have assumed. 

Aldous Huxleyôs Brave New World told 
the story straight. Huxley feared that we would 
become a trivial culture, caught up in bad televi-
sion (not immoral television, just plain old bad 
television). He was concerned that we would 
become preoccupied with some equivalent of 
what he called the ñfeelies,ò the ñorgy porgy,ò 
and the ñcentrifugal bumblepuppy,ò and so en-
slave ourselves. Huxley feared we would be-
come slaves to our ñalmost infinite appetite for 
distractions.ò And of course, Huxley was right.

The simple answer to your ques-
tion is that the X in Christmas is 
used like the R in R.C. My given 
name at birth was Robert Charles, 
although before I was even taken 
home from the hospital my parents 
called me by my initials, R.C., and 
nobody seems to be too          
s c a n d a l i z e d  b y  t h a t . 
 
X can mean so many things. For 
example, when we want to denote 
an unknown quantity, we use the 
symbol X. It can refer to an ob-
scene level of films, something that 
is X-rated. People seem to express 
chagrin about seeing Christ's name 
dropped and replaced by this sym-
bol for an unknown quantity X. 
Every year you see the signs and 
the bumper stickers saying, "Put 
Christ back into Christmas" as a 
response to this substitution of the 
letter X for the name of Christ. 
 
First of all, you have to understand 
that it is not the letter X that is put 
into Christmas. We see the English 
letter X there, but actually what it 
involves is the first letter of the 
Greek name for Christ. Christos is 
the New Testament Greek for 
Christ. The first letter of the Greek 
word Christos is transliterated into 
our alphabet as an X. That X has 
come through church history to be 
a shorthand symbol for the name of 
Christ. 

 

 

We don't see people protesting the 
use of the Greek letter theta, which 
is an O with a line across the mid-
dle. We use that as a shorthand 
abbreviation for God because it is 
the first letter of the word Theos, 
the Greek word for God. 
 
The idea of X as an abbreviation 
for the name of Christ came into 
use in our culture with no intent to 
show any disrespect for Jesus. The 
church has used the symbol of the 
fish historically because it is an 
acronym. Fish in Greek (ichthus) 
involved the use of the first letters 
for the Greek phrase "Jesus Christ, 
Son of God, Savior." So the early 
Christians would take the first letter 
of those words and put those let-
ters together to spell the Greek 
word for fish. That's how the sym-
bol of the fish became the universal 
symbol of Christendom. There's a 
long and sacred history of the use 
of X to symbolize the name of 
Christ, and from its origin, it has 
m e a n t  n o  d i s r e s p e c t .
