Greetings to everyone who is a part of the 
SCCC family. A few weeks ago I preached a sermon 
entitled “You Were Made for This.” As I reflected on 
that sermon I couldn’t help but reflect on the amazing 
things God has been doing here among us and 
through us here at SCCC.  

In my sermon I was attempting to remind 
each of us that every member is a minister. We are all 
called into a community and each is required to be 
active in worship, study, service, and witness. Those 
four values are what make membership at SCCC vital. 
As Peter reminds us: We are “a chosen race, a royal 
priesthood, a holy nation, a people for God’s own 
possession, so that you may proclaim the excellencies 
of Him who called you out of darkness into His mar-
velous light,” (1 Peter 2:9). As a result of this I began 
thinking back on the amazing things God has done 
and is doing among us. Did you know? 

 

 We have now trained more than 200 adults in the 
Christian worldview through the Truth Project. 

 We are preparing another mission trip this sum-
mer to Mexico. 

 Our Children’s Ministry has gone through a ma-
jor renewal that is making a name for itself. 

 Our Young Adults (20-somethings) have formed 
an active lifegroup discussing what it means to know 
and live the Christian worldview in every part of their 
lives. 
 

Just thinking about what our youth are doing is 
an amazing story. Did you know?  

 

 Our youth have raised nearly $5000 for Haiti. 

 They regularly help our local homeless youth         

      mission—Hosea House. 

 One of our youth (Sara) has collected more than  

        300 coats for the homeless. 

 They are preparing for a summer mission trip to  

        San Francisco to work among the 12,000 home     

        less people there. 

 They raised $1500 for the H2O project. 

 

 They continue their child sponsorship in Uganda,    

      and are monthly sending funds to support Rapha   

        House. 

 

 Some are preparing for future kingdom service begin    

        ning with a Bible/Christian College education. 

  

 With our youth it’s not all “fun and games,” but 
about serious discipleship and theological formation. I am 
so proud of them for taking their faith and mission seri-
ously.  

 Hopefully this will inspire you to see why our core 
values of worship, study, service, and witness are so vital 
to us as a community of faith. 

 And, I could go on, but you get the idea: God is 
blessing SCCC with its life and ministry. Those blessings 
increasingly come as we each take up our role in active 
participation in the life and ministry of SCCC.  

 Having said that, I think it is also important to 
keep you apprised of our continuing efforts to be good 
stewards of the resources God through your faithfulness 
has placed at our disposal. We are a bit behind in our regu-
lar and ongoing needs to continue ministry and we do 
have a big work ahead of us concerning phase one of our 
campus development (namely, the parking lot).  

 I firmly believe our vision is God-given and God-
sized, and I also believe He fully intends to resource our 
vision through you and me. The question isn’t whether or 
not we have the resources; it is whether or not we will 
partner with Him to live out His vision for us in practical 
ways. Discipleship is not simply the gathering of informa-
tion (knowledge), it is about action (wisdom), living what 
we believe in every area of our lives.  

 The whole Christian life is one of stewardship—
making the most of what He has given us, intellectually, 
physically, spiritually, etc. as we seek to advance His king-
dom here on earth. We are called to live our faith “out 
loud” in the world.  

When it comes to the stewardship of our re-
sources, the message is simple: Out of all that God has 
given us, He calls on us to return a part of that to Him to 
demonstrate—actively live out—that it is all His anyway.  

 With that in mind, I want to encourage and chal-
lenge each and every one of us to take the risk of faith and 
live what we know to be true by living out our core values:

The Biblical Story of Worship 

The starting point for most discussions about wor-

ship begins with last Sunday’s worship service. 
Meaning that, most of us define worship by the 

standards of our personal experience and traditions 
rather than a broader examination of the Biblical 
foundations of  worship. Ironically, this is so, be-

cause the biblical foundations of worship offer a 
broad framework or theology for worship, but not a 

single style or philosophy with which every Christian 
church is mandated to create its worship service or-
ders. Where in the Bible can you find exhortations 

to use or not use organs, drums, video clips, violins 
or electric guitars? Where in the Bible are you com-

manded to include or not include announcements, 
drama, responsive reading, events of the Christian 

calendar, or expository preaching? 

None-the-less, the Bible has a lot to say about      
worship and provides a vital groundwork for the    

worship philosophies and styles that we engage in 
our congregational life. For instance, a simple his-
torical overview of the Bible offers us six diagnostic 

questions to ask of our worship.

2. The Mosaic Question (1500-

1200 BC): How are we involved in 

worship? 

3. The Davidic Question (1010-970

5. The Exilic Question (586-0 BC): 

Is worship finding its way into our 

homes and communities?

“Transforming Good Intentions in Living Practice” 
 

“Unless the Lord builds the house, they labor in vain who build it; Unless the Lord guards the city, the watch-
man keeps awake in vain”. Psalms 127:1 Has it ever dawned on you why you keep having to do the same thing over and 

over again?  Have you ever thought that maybe you just needed to scrap the whole thing, whatever it is, and just start 

over?  Have you tried and failed; tried and failed; tried and failed, and just never seem to get it right?  Well, if you 

are in any way like me, then maybe you haven‟t laid the proper foundation for whatever it is you are seeking to do.  It 

may be a good idea or even a great idea, however, it is imperative that God do the work or the work will not last.   

I have seen many people tackle a job and then in frustration, give up.  I have seen how easy it is, to get so 

caught up in the “idea of it all” that we forget that we are God‟s Instruments and that we are to be doing it all, not 

just for Him, but we are to do it all THROUGH HIM allowing the Holy Spirit to work through us!   

When we have a project to do or a class to teach or a sermon to deliver, don‟t you think it may be wise to al-

low God to speak to us first before we go off on our own?  First and foremost, if we are to be transformed into the 

person that Christ wants us to be, then we need to start with the Instruction Manual.

Help kids take a stand against alcohol and drugs 
 

With prom and graduation seasons here, teenagers may face more oppor-
tunities than usual to experiment with drinking and drug use. Kids turn to 
these substances not only to look cool and fit in with the crowd but also 

because they may help them feel good, ease their nerves, and make so-

cializing easier. 

 

Alcohol and drugs are addictive and harmful, as well as illegal. Using and 
abusing them can lead to everything from bad decisions to death. But 
there’s much more for Christian teenagers to consider when they’re faced 
with temptations of drugs and alcohol than just being “safe.” 

 

In the Bible, Jesus instructs his followers to stay awake and alert in our everyday lives. He said Satan is stalking us like 
a “roaring lion” (see 1 Peter 5:8), and he wasn’t kidding. God instructs us to take up his armor (see Ephesians 6:13-17) 
so we can stand firm and resist temptation. He also tells us to walk in the light (see 1 John 1:7). Nothing neutralizes our 
impact for God’s kingdom faster, broader, and deeper than shadow living. Whatever we do, we should train kids to live 
their lives in the light—away from the shadows that give Satan, God’s enemy, room to operate and leverage to sideline 

us. 

 

So when you talk to your teenagers about the physical and legal reasons to steer clear of drugs and alcohol, remember 
to mention the spiritual reasons as well. Then stop talking and set an example by how you live. God knows about all the 
temptations we face and wants to be the first place we turn during difficulties.  

Here’s a rundown on what really keeps kids 
away from alcohol and drugs—and what 
doesn’t: 

 

WHAT WORKS 

 

 Kids who have “an active spiritual life” are 

half as likely to end up as alcoholics or 

drug addicts. This is true only for kids who 

make a personal choice to pursue a spiri-

tual life. 

 Kids are at higher risk of becoming sub-

stance abusers if they’re highly stressed, 

frequently bored, or have too much 

spending money. 

 
WHAT DOESN’T WORK 

 

 Kids who go to schools that test them for 

illicit drug use are likelier to use drugs 

than are students at other schools. 

 Education programs aimed at reducing 

drinking among college students may ac-

tually encourage more drinking. 

 Experts now say stepped-up enforcement 

to try to cut off the drug supply doesn’t 

really work. 
(Group Magazine)  

Contrary to media reports and popular opinion, not all 
teenagers are into drugs and alcohol. Check out a few 

of the latest findings: 

 

 By the time they’re seniors in high 

school, 36% of all teenagers have 
experimented with illegal drugs. 

(Office of National Drug Control Policy) 

 

 Every day, 2,500 teenagers use a 

prescription drug to get high for the 
first time. 

(drugfree.org) 

 

 When American young people were 

asked what makes them happy, only 8% said drinking 
makes them “very happy.” And 55% said the question 

doesn’t apply.          

(MTV/AP) 

 

 Alcohol use continues to decline among 8th, 10th, and 12th 

graders, as does use of cigarettes and meth. Meanwhile, 
marijuana use is on the rise. 

(Office of National Drug Control Policy) 
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Going Deeper 

 

At SimplyYouthMinistry.com, youth-culture expert Walt Mueller offers these tips 
for teaching your teenagers about alcohol. 

 

Most teenagers are left to get their information about alcohol from unreliable sources. 
Some learn from their friends. Others learn from the media. Only about one in three 
middle school and high school students say their parents talk to them “often” or “a lot” 

about tobacco, drugs, and alcohol. Alcohol education should start when we tell our pre-
schoolers not to accept candy, gifts, pills, or rides from strangers. As they grow older, 
educate kids on the different types of alcohol they’ll encounter and the dangers and ef-
fects of each. Don’t overstate the danger by saying that everyone who drinks beer will 
die. Rather, tell kids about the potential short- and long-term harmful effects of alcohol 
abuse in a truthful, realistic manner. Don’t assume that because teenagers are likely to 

experiment it’s best to give them both the alcohol and a place to drink “safely.” 

 
Seize teachable moments as kids encounter alcohol use and abuse in the media. Teach them to discern the false 
messages. Help them pick apart the ridiculous promises and nature of alcohol ads. Teach them that it’s against the 
law for minors to buy or drink alcohol. Teach kids that God has given them the responsibility to obey laws. Read and 
study Romans 13:1-3, 6-7 with your kids. And if they get caught, be sure they’re given the wonderful opportunity to 
learn by suffering the legal consequences of their actions. Don’t work to “fix” any of the legal ramifications. Read 
together what Scripture says about drunkenness in passages such as Proverbs 23:20-21; 1 Corinthians 5:11; Gala-

tians 5:19-21; and 1 Thessalonians 5:5-8. Finally, walk your talk. A code of biblical moral conduct lived out in the 
house is the most powerful shaper of your child’s own spiritual values and behaviors.  

Great Questions 

        to Ask Your Kids  

 

Start conversations with your 
teenagers about drinking and 
drugs by using these discussion 
starters: 

 

1. What motivates people to drink or 
do drugs? What’s appealing about 
getting drunk or high?  

 

2. Why do people believe drunken-
ness or drug use can fill their empti-
ness? Can you be both drunk (or on 

drugs) and filled with God’s Spirit? 
Why or why not? 

 

3. Why should Christians avoid 
drugs and alcohol? Is it merely be-
cause they’re illegal or bad for you? 
Explain. 

 

4. When everyone else seems to be 
drinking or using, how can you be 
clean and sober?  

PRAY THAT: 

1. God will help your teenagers resist the temptations of alcohol 

and drugs, finding fulfillment from positive sources instead. 

2. Your teenagers will be able to recognize the false promises of 

happiness and “coolness” offered by alcohol and drugs. 

3. Among friends, your teenagers can take a strong stand against 

mind-altering substances. 

4. God will bless your teenagers for pursuing a relationship with 

him rather than chasing after the “high” from drugs and alco-

hol.

Read 
aloud Matthew 23:25-28. Why was Jesus so harsh to peo-
ple who pretended they were perfect? Does this mean we 
shouldn’t strive for godly behavior? Why or why not?

Is that a realistic 
expectation? Why or why not?

Genre: Action-Adventure 

Rating: PG-13 (for sequences of intense sci-fi action and violence, and some language) 

Synopsis: The world now knows that Tony Stark (Robert Downey Jr.) is Iron Man, and with that 
fame come complications: The U.S. government wants the technology from his suit, a mysterious 
woman is vying for his attention, and powerful new adversaries are trying to take down the super-
hero. 

Discussion Questions: Why do problems sometimes seem overwhelming? How do you cope with pressure? Why do so 
many problems exist in the world? Why doesn’t God just remove our problems? Read aloud Genesis 39. Think of a time 

you’ve seen good come from a problem: Was the end result worth the struggle? Explain. Does God always have lessons 
to teach us through our problems?
